You are about to meander down memory lane with...
Red Ludll

While reading a magazine article recently I noticed a photo and recipe for a
bead-head Prince Nymph. The Prince Nymph has been around for years; as stated
in the article, since 1941. Of course flies were not tied with bead-heads back then
(as nobody made ‘em) but occasionally a small section of bead-chain was cut and
used in some fly designs and the result was about the same as with bead-heads--but
with a lot less weight and a little cruder look. So actually back when Doug Prince
developed this fly he did not use a bead-head and he did not call it the Prince Nymph
either; he actually called it The Brown Fork Tail nymph. The article stated that it is
called the Prince Nymph and is sometimes referred to as the Brown Fork Tail
nymph. I think that is a tad backwards as it really is a Brown Fork Tail which we
somehow manage to call the Prince Nymph--although Doug Prince certainly did
not! He also originated The Black Fork Tail nymph. However it seems like all these
flies are now simply grouped together and referred to as The Prince Nymph--or
variations on the Prince Nymph--and so it will be for evermore...no black tail, no
brown tail, just Prince, bead-head or not!

Well, onward and upward here. When Matty Vinciguerra first tied up his
“grub” imitation he referred to it as the “Catskill Curler”...that’s curler, as in hair
curler, because, when alarmed, the natural insect larva would curl up into a tight
little ball. However, as luck would have it, one day a fly fisher from Brooklyn called
a local Roscoe fly shop looking for this new Vinciguerra “super” fly. He asked the
clerk if he had any of those Catskill "#$%&in stock. That’s, coiler, as in, one who
coils and is also happens to be Brooklyn-ese for curler. Just mentally listen to the
difference here...curler/coiler. However, as funny as it may sound now, the name
“coiler” stuck and today the fly is usually referred to as a Catskill Coiler. I think I
heard this bit of fly fluffery from Matty his-self about 20+ years ago at an NEC
Conclave up in Lake Placid, but the mind does fade. Ahhhh...and yes, weren’t those
the days, eh?



Yet another thingy that has always “bothered” me is the fact that the mere
changing of chenille colors could change the name of that old and popular fly, the
“Montana” (black & yellow) into a “Ted’s Stonefly” (brown and orange). Now, I know
that Catskill style flies are, for the most part, the same fly type just tyed with different
colors and materials but in most cases almost 75% to 100% of the fly is changed and
when it is not, it is usually referred to as “light” and “dark” like the Hedrickson or the
Cahill or else some other tip-o’-the-hat is given to the original pattern. But the Montana
is identical to Ted’s Stonefly in every way except the chenille colors! (See the Black
Fork Tail/Brown Fork Tail argument above.) OK! OK! I admit it the tail is a little bit
different on a Ted’s Stonefly than on a Montana nymph! But I suppose I would have
found calling this fly the “Ted’s Montana” a tad more, let’s just say, realistic, than calling
it the “Ted’s Stonefly.” As if it were a totally different fly instead of an off-color
Montana. Oh well, I will get over it I suppose...but at my age do I have enuf years left?

Lastly we come to the Compara Dun verses the Haystack “controversy.” Back
in the late 1950’s that notable and unique fly tyer from the Adirondacks, Fran
Betters, developed the Haystack. This fly is a great floater and a favorite in the
pocket water of the Ausable River. It utilizes a 180 degree spread, hair wing sorta
leaning out over the eye and, on the water, could be mistaken for a small Bomber
pattern. However, Eric Leiser attributes the (now 50 year-old) Haystack pattern as
the fly which inspired Caucci and Nastasi to develop their Compara Dun series of
flies. So does Betters ever get his due? Well Caucci & Nastasi did, indeed, and too
their credit, acknowledge that the Haystack was the inspiration for the Compara
Duns but I really think that most anglers today would look at a Haystack and think it
was some kind of badly tied Compara Dun while I look at the Compara Dun and
think it is really a neat Haystack! It seems the new has somehow managed to push
out the old once again. As an aside here; if you care to do any research you might
also check out the Usual, another early and innovative pattern by Fran Betters. The
Usual is sometimes referred to as a Bill Phillips pattern. It was, indeed, originated by
Betters, but popularized by Phillips, who loved to answer the question often put to
him, “()*+,*&%,-".,."#/012 by responding, “3)4,+)%,5".*$, which is a fairly irritating
reply is it not?

CADDISFLIES A Guide to Eastern Species for Anglers and Other Naturalists
by Thomas Ames Jr  Stackpole Books - 312 pages, HB, illustrated in color, $50

Marvelous, beautiful, eminently readable, highly useable, and just plain fun!
This is quite simply the best book on fishing for trout with caddisfly imitations
published in over 30 years. The author has taken the finest photographs to date of
caddisflies important to fly fishermen and had the models accurately identified by
experts. The reader doesn't need to rely on scientific terminology, or field reports that are
hearsay at best. Instead the reader gets first hand information in easy to read and easy
to understand plain language text and superb images of the Eastern caddisflies he sees
on the stream or lake to compare with the patterns in his fly box. Furthermore, the author
summarizes the information for each caddisfly in easy to understand tables. Brilliant!

The book comprises two main portions and four very important appendices. The
first main portion of the book has five chapters devoted to the biology and habitat of the
Eastern caddisflies of importance to the fly fisherman, as well as the angling history and
fly fishing techniques for trout fishing using caddisfly imitations. The second main
portion of the book describes caddisflies found east of the Mississippi River of the four
super families down to species level.

The book concludes with an extremely well researched bibliography including
both print and internet resources, a credits section, and a well designed index. The book
is further enhanced by exquisite design and editing. Due to these well executed
features reading is easy and pleasant. Illustrations are positioned to allow the reader to
use them to enhance the text without having to flip pages or otherwise be distracted from
reading the text. The summary tables are so well done and comprehensive that the
reader can simply flip through to each as a reference for tying the proper fly pattern for
any caddisfly they may encounter.

This volume raises the bar several notches.
