For Christmas Mrs. Quill gifted me with a copy of “Invasive Plants” by Kaufman 

& Kaufman [Stackpole Books - $40] and I have been thumbing thru it bit by bit, leaf by 
leaf and root by root.  It is a 450 plus page guide to these supposedly obnoxious plants 
outlining the following:  how to ID them, where they originally came from, the impact of 
their existence on the flora & fauna here––where they supposedly don’t belong––and 
some suggestions on their control.  An interesting sub-set is a short paragraph on just 
where and when each specie was first discovered in North America afta roaming here 
from their indigenous “home ranges”.  Kinda interesting this last one. It turns out most of 
the invasives I have looked up so far have been firmly rooted here in North America for 
years and years and years––some even 100 or 1000 or more.  Below are some examples.

Hmmmm…some of these are fairly familiar I bet.  And, as you can see, a few of 

these “invasive” plants have been here for quite a while––and we are just now 
discovering how “bad” they are?!  Phragmites?––why they came on strong in the press as 
an “enemy” oh, about 25 years ago…and Purple Loosestrife about ten.  Like it was an 
invasion from outer space––seed-pods borne here and flung off from the frenetic 
spinnings of a Martian saucer!  Well, guess what?––Native Americans used phragmites 
to weave baskets and build boats thousands of years ago.  It is the common marsh reed, 
of which 20 varieties are considered native to North America by the way!   So, just why 
is it only recently that some Phragmites have become so, so, “invasive”?    Geeeeeze   

Now I am not saying that all invasive plants are good thingys.  Far from it.  In 
some, danger may yet lurk.  But, for God’s sake, if Mother Nature has decided that the 
climate is ripe for these plants to thrive in North America, really, how can we stop them 
from existing here?––especially if they are already firmly established like Phragmites.  
[In my personal lexicon “invasives” are plants that came here or were spread furtively in 
ship ballast, in animal feeds, hay, straw or even on felt soles if you will. Plants that were 
brought by we humans on purpose (like ornamentals) I usually  refer to as “exotics”.] 

At this stage of the game we should accept this fact of life, eh?  The best we can 
hope for is some kinda control.  We do beat ourselves up over this and I am thinkin’ we 
really should just go with the flow.  Darwin discovered all this 150 years ago…and still 
we fight it!  FYI:  While not a plant Didymo was first  discovered in this country circa 
1900.   We “righteously” wage war on “rock snot” yet still it moves relentlessly onward!

BOOKS…for your consideration - Book and media reviews & news 
 

Modern Midges, by Rick Takahashi & Jerry Hubka  
Headwater Books, 2009  /   Stackpole Books, 2009)  

282 pages, hard spiral bound, illustrated, color and B&W, suggested price $39.95 
√ Reviewed by the FFF’s Bruce Harang 

  
This well written and illustrated book may be the most comprehensive 

"midge" book to date. The design and layout of the book are very fly tyer friendly. The 
book starts out with a introductory chapter giving a good overview of what midges are to 
the fly fisherman, why they are important to fly fishing, and an overview of the midge 
life cycle to give the fly fisherman a good basis for successfully tying and fishing midge 
patterns. The rest of the book is broken down into two major parts and concludes with a 
well presented fly pattern index.  

The first major part  of the book is directed to tying midge patterns for all of the 
life stages of this important fish food source. In each life stage; larva, pupa, emerger (not 
a scientific life stage but a stage important to fly fishermen), and adult the book is broken 
down into a lead chapter giving detailed step-by-step tying instructions for the major fly 
styles for each stage. For example in the Larva stage there is presented tying instructions 
for thread bodied larva, D rib larva, and latex larva patterns followed by a comprehensive 
list of larva patterns worldwide.  

The second major part of the book comprises twenty three sections each written 
by very experienced midge pattern fly fishermen on various topics concerned with 
successfully fishing midge patterns in flowing and still waters all over the world.  The 
book is bound in a spiral bound hard cover which allows easy use on the tying bench as it 
lays open flat on the table. The writing is well done and easy to read and understand. The 
editing is excellent and the photography and illustrations is top notch. The value of this 
well done book to the fly fisherman is far higher than the purchase price.

    If you did not take RQ’s advice and get your “needy”, beat-up but 
repairable tackle checked into a tackle hospital for repair last fall––and I bet you didn’t––
then do it now, ASAP, before the local shops become backlogged with this kinda work 
come April!  Drop off your reels for cleaning, repairs, oiling and relining––NOW!  And 
don’t forget those rods either.  Especially check the tip-tops for wear & grooving (a 
common condition on older rods) and get ‘em fixed too, along with any loose guides, reel 
seats, grips or ferules!  And next year do this repair stuff in the fall, eh?  Only one shop 
got back to RQ on the “over-the-winter” repair service and it was EastmanÕs Sport & 
Tackle on Route 28 in Falmouth so we know Jimmy will do needed repair work.  Other 
tackle shops that have traditionally done this repair work in the past––but may or may not 
do it any longer–– are the Sports Port and the Powderhorn both in Hyannis, the 
Riverview in South Yarmouth and the Goose Hummock Shop up in Orleans.  There 
may be others.
